1. Remove the base plate from the carburetor.

2. Use a die grinder or a file and remove the small “ear” on the base plate. (Fig. 1)

3. Reinstall the base plate.

4. Apply the provided K&N Sealing Grease to both sealing surfaces of the K&N Air Filter.

5. Install the K&N Air Filter onto the base plate.

6. Reinstall the top plate and tighten the screws.

NOTE: Please use caution when tightening screws, over tightening will damage the 

pleats.
