and unsnap the two (x2) harness ties @ then move the harness out of the way.

Step 6: Using a T-15 Torx driver, remove the two screws securing the hood latch and then slide it out

to remove. Set the screws aside.
Step 7: Using a panel clip remover, remove all ten (x10) panel clips @ holding the sight shield. Remove
the shield and set it aside with the clips.

Step 8: Using the clip remover, remove the clip that’s holding the air scoop and set aside.

Step 9: Pull the air scoop out of the way from the stock housing.
Step 10: Using a 10mm deep socket and driver, remove the nut @ that secures the housing to the
vehicle.

Step 11: Remove the stock housing by pulling up out of the securing stud and towards the front of the

vehicle, two pins with grommets will have to come out of the holding bracket and a clear path
is needed so that the air scoop is not in the way of the housing. Then pull up on the housing to
remove it from the vehicle.

reinstall the clip removed in Step 8.

Step 22: Use the provided plug to close the additional air inlet if you want to completely seal the
airbox. Best performance gain is obtained by having more air flow (no plug).
