Step 4: Make sure plastic inserts  5   are still on the mounting pins. If they pulled out and are stuck in the 

             lower half of the airbox grommet, remove them and insert them back on the mounting pins. 

             Remove the plastic air duct   6   that goes through the fender if equipped.

Step 8: Install the supplied bellows coupler  9  onto the air filter using the supplied #80 clamp  10  . Tighten 

             the clamp.

               grommet into the aFe intake tube and then push in the filter minder. If you choose not to use 

               the filter minder, just plug off the hole with the provided grommet and cap.

               coupler at the turbo. Tighten all clamps with an 8mm nut driver. Check all the components are 

               tight and secure. Your installation is now complete.
