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REMOVAL

Refer to Figure A for Steps 1-3

Step 1: Remove the engine cover by pulling upward on it.

Step 2: Using pliers, open the clamp securing the hose to the air intake tube, and then slide the clamp away
from the intake tube. This clamp will be reused. Disconnect the rubber hose from the air intake tube.
Step 3: Loosen the clamp securing the Takeda intake tube to the Takeda air filter using a 8mm socket and

ratchet or nut driver.

Step 4: Using pliers, open the clamps securing the small hoses to the air intake tube toward the firewall.
Slide the clamps away from the tube and disconnect the small rubber hoses from the intake tube. Those
clamps will be reused.

Step 5: Loosen the clamp at the turbo inlet using an 8mm nut driver.

Step 6: Remove the Takeda intake tube from the vehicle.

Step 7: Locate and disconnect the wire harness that is attached to the metal bracket on the bottom side of

the turbo inlet. The wire harness will slide off of the bracket when pulled towards the driver side.

Steps 8-9

Step 8: Remove the three 10mm bolts securing the factory turbo inlet to the Turbo. These bolts will be

reused.
Step 9: Remove the factory turbo inlet. Be careful not to drop or damage the turbo inlet gasket. The gasket
will be reused for the installation of the Takeda Turbo Inlet.

Step 10: Using a 10mm nut driver or socket, remove the wire harness bracket from the factory turbo inlet.

Step 11: Transfer the bracket and bolt to the Takeda turbo inlet. Secure it as shown.

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Step 12: Install the Takeda turbo inlet onto the turbo. Slide the factory gasket between the adaptor and
turbo. Secure it using the three 10mm bolts removed at Step 8.

Step 14: Install the Takeda coupling onto the Takeda turbo inlet. Make sure to align the notch in the coupling
with the aluminum adaptor to ensure correct orientation.

Step 15: Install the clamps on the coupling, but do not tighten the clamps yet.

Step 16: Remove the straight coupling from the Takeda intake tube.

Step 17: Install the Takeda air intake tube into the takeda elbow coupling and reconnect the other end to the

air filter. Make sure the tube and coupling are correctly aligned, then tighten all clamps.
Step 18: Remove the factory coupling from the factory air intake tube.
Step 19: Reconnect the three hoses that were disconnected at Step 2 and 4.
Step 20: Reinstall the engine cover.
Step 21: Make sure all clamps and connections are secured. Your installation is now complete. Thank you
