TO START:

1. Turn off the ignition and disconnect the negative
battery cable.

NOTE: Disconnecting the negative battery cable
erases pre-programmed electronic memories.
Write down all memory settings before
disconnecting the negative battery cable. Some
radios will require an anti-theft code to be
entered after the battery is reconnected. The
anti-theft code is typically supplied with your
owner’s manual. In the event your vehicles
anti-theft code cannot be recovered, contact an
authorized dealership to obtain your vehicles
anti-theft code.

2. Remove the twelve retaining pins that secure the
radiator valence. Then remove the valence from
the vehicle.

3. Remove the two retaining pins that secure the
fresh air duct to the core support.
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4. Disconnect the mass air sensor electrical
connection.
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5. Loosen the hose clamps that secure the factory
intake tube and then remove the tube from the
vehicle.

6. Remove the air filter housing front mounting
bolt.

7. Pull up the air filter housing to remove it from the
vehicle.

9. Loosen the hose clamp that secures the intake
tube and remove the bolt that secures the intake
plenum. Then remove the plenum and intake tube.

10. Install Mounting posts provided onto the heat
shield using the provide hardware.

1. Install the Filter adapter using the provided
ardware.
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13. Install the heat shield assembly into the vehicle
so the mounting posts insert into the factory
mounting grommets.

14. Look to make sure that the fresh section of the
heat shield is inside the factory fresh air duct.
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of the factory inlet tube as shown and secure with
the provided hose clamp.
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16. Install the provided straight coupler onto the

filter adapter and secure with the provided hose
clamp.

17. Install the rear intake tube into the coupler but
do not tighten the hose clamp at this time.

18. Remove the maf sensor from the factory
housing and install it into the AEM intake tube
and secure with the provided hardware. Install
the provided coupler #087121 onto the tube and
secure with the provided hose clamp.

19. Install the front tube front intake tube into the
couplers, adjust for best fit and then secure with
the provided hose clamps.

20. Reconnect the maf electrical connection.
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21. Install the air filter onto the filter adapter and
secure with the provided hose clamp.
