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Manufacturer warranty covers material defects on new, never installed parts. Once installed, all mud flap 

replacement part costs are the responsibility of the vehicle owner.  Caution against blind spots during parking.  

Avoid curbs and excessive compression to the flaps. Check stock and aftermarket wheel/suspension clearances.

FIGURE A If equipped, uninstall factory splash guards. Remove fasteners 1 – 3. Located under side skirt, remove and retain fastener 4. 

FIGURE B Pull liner away to place SCLP over mounts 1 - 3. Reinstall liner and fastener 4. 

FIGURE C To enhance clearance between tire & flap, subtly curve bottom of BMF45-FRT towards rear bumper. Place POLCLP over 

bottom mount.
