INSTALLATION PROCEDURE



Step 1: Lift the vehicle to a safe height using the recommended factory lift points to
work underneath the rear suspension. Ensure to place safety jack stands where
recommended by Nissan before anyone goes underneath the car (unless using a
vehicle lift with safety locks).

Step 2: Locate the rear toe arms on the vehicle subframe and remove the inner bolt
towards the subframe and the outer bolt on the hub.

Step 3: Then install the new arm with the adjusters and the spherical joints towards
the subframe.

Step 4: Install the factory bolt and nut onto the subframe end and torque to 57-72 ft-
Ibs. Do this for both subframe mounting points.

Step 5: Install the new supplied nuts and bolts to the bracket end of the new arm.
Ensure the washers are used on the head of the bolt (NOTE: Larger shock bodies
maybe have a clearance issue, for more clearance. Remove the washer from the bolt
head side and have the head bolt on the inside next to the shock body.) Torque to 57-
72 ft-Ibs.

Step 5: Lower vehicle safely back to the ground and perform a vehicle alignment. You
are finished! All adjustments will be via the adjustable toe on the inner portion where the
spherical joints are located.



ROD END ADJUSTMENT GUIDELINES
When adjusting rod end to desired position, adjust so that the rod end and adjuster have
approximately the same amount of thread showing. Always use the jam nuts to secure the rod
end and adjuster. Never tighten the rod end into the adjuster or the adjuster in the lower control
arm as a jamming mechanism.
